Printing QSL cards from DigiPan 1.5.





Attention: Open this file after starting DigiPan !





This way of printing QSL cards (or small self-gumming labels) is suitable for programs that support DDE. I mean MS Word, Excel, etc. (WordPad does not.) You should simply insert the appropriate DDE references into your document. Each reference consists of server name, topic (or file name), and item.





In MS Word these references are named field codes. Using MS Word 2000:





Press Ctrl-F9.


Type in your magic words between the braces { } .


Press Shift-F9 to hide codes and to display the real information.


Read help if this does not work.





For example, the field code for your call is:

In MS Excel, type “=DigiPan|Info!MyCall” (without quotes) in any cell to get the same result.





In MS Word, references are updated and shown on the screen each time you make changes in DigiPan. But in some programs, like MS Word Viewer 97, you need to reload the file to see what’s changed.





In DigiPan, current QSO is printed. To print old log record, press Edit on Search Results dialog.�See file DigiPan QSL card  test.doc for sample QSL card (don’t forget to run DigiPan first!).
